FROM EDITOR:

A CALL FOR UNITY

AND PROACTIVE LEGAL SCHOLARSHIP
IN A TURBULENT WORLD

ABSTRACT

This editorial of AJEE Issue 4/2025 addresses the profound
challenges of a turbulent world where the illusion of stability
has shattered. We face simultaneous, compounding crises —
geopolitical conflicts, climate threats and rapid digitalization —
that demand a proactive vision, not just reflection, from
scholarship. The text highlights the devastating, real-world
consequences of authoritarian aggression, citing the
catastrophic impact on education and cultural heritage in
Syria, and the systematic destruction of Ukraine's scientific
ecosystem, which represents a profound loss for global science.
In response to these existential threats, the editorial underscores
the imperative for a unified global response, exemplified by the
new International Coalition for Science, Research and
Innovation in Ukraine. It frames legal science as bearing a
unique responsibility to provide the foundational framework
for reconstruction, accountability and justice, reminding us
that law and fundamental rights must be respected by all. This
issue vividly reflects this dynamic. The first section of articles
confronts the complex legal issues arising from war and its
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consequences, examining tort law for war-related damages, the execution of ECtHR
judgments, philosophical questions of dignity and international responsibility. The second, no
less substantial, block analyzes the adaptation of law, exploring institutional reforms, the
evolution of fundamental rights and responses to novel societal and technological challenges
like digitalization, greenwashing and new forms of work.

DEAR READERS,

e live in a time when the illusion of stability has definitively shattered and the

path to the sustainable future serves as a challenging mission. The world is

confronted not merely with individual crises, but with their simultaneous,
interconnected compounding, resolving which has become a monumental task.
Geopolitical conflicts, climate threats, rapid digitalization and fundamental shifts in the
societal understanding of justice demand not just a reflection from scholarship, but a
proactive vision and actions.

Societies everywhere in the world are facing the pressure of authoritarian aggression and
human rights violations, leading to extremely negative consequences. In Syria, for example,
the protracted conflict has had a catastrophic impact on the cornerstones of its society.
UNESCO and its partners have reported that one in three schools is unusable due to damage
or destruction, leaving over two million children out of the education system'. Furthermore,
the conflict has inflicted devastating damage on the country's cultural heritage, with all six
of Syria's UNESCO World Heritage sites suffering significant harm and being placed on the
List of World Heritage in Danger. This destruction is not just a loss for today; it is an erasure
of the valuable heritage of thousands of years. This shared historical and cultural legacy,
belonging to all humanity, must be protected and saved for our next generations.

In Ukraine, as another stark example, the aggression has devastated the nation's scientific
and research landscape. A 2024 UNESCO analysis highlighted that over 30% of scientific
infrastructure is "completely gone", 54% of scientists cannot operate as they did before and
the estimated cost to restore public research infrastructure exceeds $1.26 billion’.

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It is worth adding here that Ukrainian science has given the world exceptional scientists
who laid the foundations for entire fields: Serhiy Korolyov, the founder of practical
cosmonautics; Igor Sikorsky, the inventor of the helicopter; and Ilya Mechnikov, the Nobel
laureate for research on immunity and Volodymyr Vernadsky, founder of geochemistry and
the biosphere theory. This legacy continues with world-renowned figures like Maryna
Viazovska, a Fields Medal laureate. The damage to Ukraine's scientific ecosystem, therefore,
is not just a national tragedy but a profound loss for the future of world science for
generations to come.

It is precisely this challenge that demands a unified global response. A powerful example of
such unity is the recent launch of the International Coalition for Science, Research and
Innovation in Ukraine, announced during the 2025 Ukraine Recovery Conference in
Rome*. This vital initiative, jointly led by the Ukrainian Ministry of Education and Science,
the European Commission, UNESCO and the Italian Ministry of University and Research,
aims to coordinate international efforts and place research and innovation at the heart of
the nation's sustainable and long-term recovery.

This spirit of international coordination underscores a fundamental truth: unity and
proactive collaboration are our only viable paths forward. This is especially true for the field
this journal serves. While the coalition focuses on R&I broadly, the legal science community
bears a unique and critical responsibility. We provide the very framework for this
reconstruction, for accountability and for justice. Legal science is the basis and ground upon
which a stable, rules-based recovery is built, reminding us that the law and fundamental
rights must be one for all and respected by all.

Taking this opportunity, we issue a call to our colleagues in the international legal and
academic community. We urge you to engage with initiatives like the Coalition and to
contribute expertise to the reconstruction and rebuilding of damaged infrastructures. This
is a way to unify, to collaborate in defence of shared values and to strengthen the foundations
of our global community against future threats.

This issue of our journal (4/2025), continuing its mission of open access to knowledge, is a
vivid reflection of this global dynamic. The articles collected here are broadly divided into
two powerful sections: research on law in the context of existential threats and an analysis
of its evolution in response to novel societal and technological challenges.

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The first block of articles immerses us in the most complex issues related to war and its
consequences. Bogdan Karnaukh poses a fundamental question in "Can Tort Law Handle
War? Reflections on Private Litigation for War-Related Damages in Ukraine". This topic is
continued by Iryna Bondar, Liubov Maliarchuk and Oleksandr Snidevych, who explore the
"Features and Status of Execution of the ECtHR Judgements in Ukraine in Terms of the
European Experience". The discussion is extended to a deeper, philosophical level by Galym
Zhussipbek in his article, "Primacy of care and human dignity: decolonial turn versus anti-
social neoliberal capitalism and positivist and postmodern epistemologies”. This section
concludes with a look at international responsibility from Maya Khater and her co-authors,
who examine the "Legal Responsibility of Iran for Compensating Victims of the Syrian War".

The second, no less substantial block is dedicated to the adaptation of law. It opens with
research focused on reforms and the effectiveness of legal institutions. Viktor Tymoshchuk
provides a critically needed analysis in "Regarding The Implementation of the EU's Priority
Recommendations on the Implementation of the Law Of Ukraine ‘On Administrative
", In their qualitative study, "Perceptions of Employee Motivation and Its Role in
Work Efficiency: a Qualitative Case Study in the Basic Court of Pristina", Besard Belegu
and Lavdim Terziu demonstrate the direct link between motivation and judicial efficiency.
Joining this theme of institutional design are Albina Kiyazova and Maygul Abilova with
"The Model of Regulation of the Legal Profession in Kazakhstan and Foreign Jurisdictions:
The Search for a Balance between State Monopoly and Self-Regulation".

Procedure

Next, we observe how law is responding to the evolving societal demand for the protection
of fundamental rights and dignity. This includes the study by Dovil¢ Paraité-Andrikiené,
"Legal Capacity and Electoral Rights in Lithuania: The Issue of Compatibility between the
Constitution and the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities”, and the
comparative study by Karem Aboelazm and co-authors, "Forced Sexual Sterilisation of
Persons with Disabilities: Between International Obligations and National Implementation:
A Comparative Study". Also in this area are the overview by Shejnaze Gagica, Berat
Dérmaku and Dukagjin Leka, "Marriage Between the Same Sexes in the Republic of
Kosovo: Comparative Overview", and the analysis by Van Hoi Nguyen, Toan Thang
Nguyen, Thi Hoai Thuong Mac, and Thi Hong Yen Nguyen, "Transgender Rights under
International Human Rights Law and the Incorporation Process in Vietnam: Barriers,
Challenges and Paths Forward". This vital theme is further supplemented by the
comparative research of Madina Yessirkepova, Nurbek Isabay, Mereke Zhurunova and
Leila Amandykova, "Decent Pay and Access to Justice for Labour Migrants in the EAEU:
Comparative Legal Perspectives".

Finally, a series of articles is dedicated to the novel challenges transforming society. This
includes the "green" agenda: from the conceptualization of "Ecological Extremism in the
Slovak Republic" by Diana Repi§¢dkovd, and lessons from "Regulations on Emissions Trading
System and Carbon Tax: Experiences from Chinese Law and Lessons for Vietnam" by
Nam Phan Phuong, to "Legal Liability for Greenwashing Activities in the Financial Sector" by

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Dalia Kubiliate. It also covers digitalization, such as "Blockchain and Smart Public
Procurement Contracts: A Comparative Legal Analysis" by Mohammed Abdelsalam et al.,
and "Copyright and Related Rights Legislation in Albania: From Traditional to Digital
Protection” by Ilda Mug¢mataj and Anjeza Ligenji. And, of course, new forms of work
organization, where Sumaya Aljahoori offers an analysis in "“From Flexibility to Regulation:
Remote Work in The UAE Public Sector and Comparative EU Insights".

We wish to particularly draw our readers' attention to the wide geography of our authors.
The research from our colleagues in Vietnam, Kazakhstan, the UAE and other countries not
only highlights the unique legal realities of their regions but also provides an invaluable
foundation for comparative legal studies, an area to which our editorial team always pays
special attention.

We sincerely thank all the authors for their meticulous work, as well as our tireless reviewers.
We hope this collection will serve as a source of new ideas and a stimulus for further
professional discussions.
